ENVIRONMENT
1.
Set out table so that candidates can perform the procedure from the correct orientation (ie head end).

2.
Lay out the equipment so that it is obvious to the candidate and does not need to be searched for.

3.
Arrange the equipment so that oxygen and suction tubing, stethoscope, ET tubes etc do not become entangled.

4.
If more than one station is set up in the same room, arrange this so that they do not interfere with each other.

STANDARDS

Give standard instructions to candidate. All points must be achieved in the correct order. 

If the candidate passes, the instructor keeps the sheet.
