Creating a Hyperlink from a Lecture to a Video:
(A hyperlink is a connection from a picture in the lecture to a video)

APLS recommends using the hyperlink method and playing videos in Windows Media Player on courses. Videos embedded directly to PowerPoint are often jumpy and display badly on interactive whiteboards. 

All course laptops will have pre-hyperlinked videos. You’ll only need to re-insert the videos if you wish to present from your own memory stick, or to check the videos at home prior to the course. 
1. Insert the video file (example: preterminalrespiratorydistress.mpg) file into the PowerPoint presentation which you can download from the course materials on the APLS website. Use the following steps:

2. Save the preterminalrespiratorydistress.mpg file to the same folder as the PowerPoint presentation

3. Click the still image in the PowerPoint presentation. “Insert” ->“Hyperlink”

4. Select the preterminalrespiratorydistress.mpg file

5. Delete the text box containing these instructions in the presentation
6. When running the PowerPoint slide show, the video will now open in Windows Media Player (or equivalent) in a new window, when the image is clicked

7. If you are going to be presenting on a different computer you will need to go through steps 1-3 on the computer you are presenting on.
Alternatively, you can insert the video from scratch: 

1. Download both the PowerPoint presentation and the video to the same folder on your computer. 

2. Open the PowerPoint presentation. 

3. Go to the slide containing the video. 

4. In the toolbar at the top of the screen, click ‘Insert’, ‘Movie’,  ‘Movie from file’, and choose the appropriate video. 

5. Choose the ‘Play when clicked’ option. 

6. In ‘Movie Tools’, ‘Options’ – tick the ‘Play Full Screen’ box, or resize the video as appropriate for your presentation. 

Please note if you move either the PowerPoint or the video file to a different folder or computer, you will have to rebuild the link or reinsert the video.
